Awarded to the breeder with the most goats under their herd name placing in the show. Goats do not have to be
currently owned by the breeder.

PREMIER HERDSMANSHIP

Awarded for exceptional positive interaction with the public promoting the pygmy goat breed and the CPGA, pen
decoration and cleanliness of pens and surrounding area. Awards for 1st, 2nd and 3rd will be the same pay scale as
Division 840.
