When you live on-campus you have a simple, no fuss payment system
and no separate utility or internet bills. All on-campus accommodation
fees are inclusive of the below services, events and activities. And on
top of that you don’t need to pay bond or pay any transport costs to
get to class.

Plus, you get to decide which rental agreement (1, 2 or 3 trimesters)
