Rather than hosting a live game, teachers can now set a Kahoot as a challenge. Go to
‘play’ and select ‘challenge’. You can then assign a date and a time for the challenge.
This allows students to complete the challenge individually, and teachers also have the

option to allow multiple attempts of each quiz. See Kahoot Distance learning Guide.

Extending learning:

To focus more on level 3 of the curriculum, students can compare and contrast daily life

in Indonesia with daily life in New Zealand by exploring language, geography and food
