Test fit your bath into space
Check that the bath fits into the specified location and the plumbing has been 
roughed in at the correct location.

Make sure you have appropriate support
Your floor should have appropriate support / reinforcement handle the weight of 
the bath when full. Too calculate the weight when full add the dry weight of the 
bath (kg) to its capacity(lt).

Determine most appropriate locati on and positi on of the bath and rough in accordingly. For waste locati on 
and plumbing cavity see fi gure 2. NOTE: Due to physical restricti ons under bath, rough in outlet must be 
within 175mm radius of bath waste.

Excavate the area underneath the bath at the waste point to fi t appropriate plumbing fi xture. 
See fi gure 3.
* Plumbing fi xtures are not included

Once plumbing and trap are in positi on, place waste through the bath and hand-ti ghten lock not to secure 
waste in bath. See fi gure 4.
* Pop up plug and waste is indicati ve

IMPORTANT NOTE: Ensure that as you ti ghten the waste, the plug is centered in the waste hole.

Complete installati on of waste and bend as per best/standard plumbing practi ce.
Omvivo will not be held responsible for any damage that occurs to products or surrounds due to; incorrect installati on; 
water damage or leaks.

NOTE:
- For correct waste assembly, fi rst mount the top dry seal onto the upper waste assembly with waste cap. 
- Insert the assembly into the bath, turn the overfl ow of the waste assembly unti l aligned to the overfl ow on 
the bath waste opening 
- Centre the upper waste assembly to the bath, rotate the assembly unti l  the space between the waste cap 
and bath is even. 
- Securely hold the upper waste assembly while mounti ng the bott om dry seal onto the thread under the 
bath and turn the locking collar under the bath unti l ti ght, for a water-ti ght seal.

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Lune Bath Care & Maintenance
Always start your cleaning routine with the basic clean and move to a deep clean is necessary.

Basic Clean: Spills should be cleaned promptly. Clean with a mild detergent or soapy water and a soft, sponge or 
non-scratch scourer*¹.

Deep Clean: For a deep clean and to remove cosmetics, ink and other colour agents that may leave marks on 
the surface use a diluted very mild abrasive cleaner* with a soft cloth in light circular motions. For stubborn 
marks or staining a light buff in circular motions using diluted very mild abrasive* cleaner with non-scratch 
scourer *¹ will generally restore the finish. 

Intense Clean/Repair: For extreme marks and light scratches a very light buff in circular motions using the fine 
grade sand/glass paper¹ will restore the surface. A heavier grade of sandpaper will scratch the surface, which 
can be removed by then using a light sand paper. 

Softskin Basic Clean: Clean with warm soapy water or non-acidic, non-abrasive, mild detergent and soft cloth. 
Finish by cleaning off detergents with a soft wet cloth and towel dry.

Important notes:
For best results finish by wiping surface clean of all detergents and dry with a soft clean cloth.
Regular cleaning will assist to keep your solid surface and cabinetry looking fantastic and reduce wear and dirt 
build up.
For consistent appearance with your solid surface, it is best to give the entire surface of the product the same 
clean/sand. Avoid applying excessive pressure on clean/rub the same area for a prolonged period of time, unless 
repairing a scratch or damage. 
Never use sharp products such as steel wool or aggressive, commercial grade / strong cleaners or chemicals (e.g. 
acetone, Trichloroethylene, acids and caustics soda) as these may damage and scratch the surface. 
Only use your Lune bath cleaning instructions on your Lune bath as these cleaning methods may cause damage 
to other products, materials and finishes which will not be covered by your warranty. 

* Always test ‘non-scratch’ and ‘mild abrasive’ products in a non-conspicuous area first to ensure suitability as 
brands can differ.
¹Your basin has been supplied with a white non-scratch scourer and a fine grade sanding pad.
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5 YEAR WARRANTY - DOMESTIC USE
