Financials
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How is your faith calling you to respond to poverty in your community?
St. Teresa’s Peace and Social Justice Committee invites you to participate in a program we are running called “JustFaith- 
Faith and Poverty: a Solidarity Response.”  This program provides an opportunity to gather together (virtually) for prayer, 
faith sharing, and book discussion.

The eight-session program explores local poverty and introduces participants to the tips and tools they need to respond. 
We will explore questions such as: “why don’t people in poverty just get a job?’”, “what are some common hurdles that 
people in poverty face?” and “what are some practical tools for alleviating poverty in my community?”

Refugee Family Update
St Teresa’s Refugee Ministry has an update on one of the families we support. We connected with this Congolese family 
back in April 2018 when they arrived at O’Hare airport from a refugee camp in Burundi. St Teresa of Avila, through Catholic 
Charities, helped them settle into their apartment, and the St Teresa Refugee team supported this family through tutoring 
and personal accompaniment as they made a home for themselves in Chicago.

Like most refugee families, they had received a loan to travel to the United States, and this loan must be repaid within a 
few years. In addition to the demands a new country brings, their youngest daughter, now 14 years old, is challenged by 
an ongoing, long-term serious health condition, which resulted in significant learning difficulties. They joyously welcomed 
a new son over a year ago, and their oldest daughter is doing well at school, and is a great support to all. While both 
adults lost their jobs because of COVID, the mom has recently been able to secure a new position in packaging for a local 
company.

They have struggled greatly to keep up payments on their travel loan and are currently in arrears. The St Teresa community 
has reached out to help alleviate the burden of this loan, as they focus on taking care of their children and striving for 
citizenship.
