September Weekly:
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From Fr. Frank:                                                   
The readings are quite frightening as they speak of “a 
time unsurpassed in distressed…many of those who sleep 
in the dust of the earth shall awake; others shall be in 
everlasting horror and disgrace.” And this is just the first 
reading!! Jesus gets even more frightening by saying the 
sun and moon will fall, as will the stars in the sky and the 
powers in the heavens will be shaken.

Many see these readings as horrible and depressing, 
wanting to just get beyond them. But this is not the reac-
tion of the very people these words were addressed to: 
they were spoken and written precisely for people who 
were in the midst of severe trial and trauma, people who 
were desperate for hope as their worlds were collapsing. 
The Temple Jesus predicted would be destroyed was 
actually destroyed around 70AD, a few decades after His  
death and resurrection.  The prophet Daniel was speaking 
to people who were being tormented by foreign powers, 
probably Syria.

We all feel at times as if we are living in the end times, as 
it appears that the world in which we live is falling apart. 
We get frightened,  despondent, and horribly discour-
aged. This is the work of the Evil One:
to cause people to lose hope. The literature of the prophet 
Daniel and the images Jesus uses are “apocalyptic” as 
they describe the battles to take place at the end times. 
But this literature is actually meant to give us HOPE for 
the future. Goodness WILL win out; we WILL survive; evil 
WILL be destroyed.

ALL times are the end times!! There are moments in every 
culture, country, political reality, scandals in church,  vi-
olent protests, elections that feel like the world is falling 
apart.  ButcJesus also warns us all not to believe that 
anyone can know the time when the world will come to an 
end. Furthermore, in every era when things appear to be 
falling apart, Jesus teaches to stand firm. We WILL make 
it through the times of tribulation.

HOPE is the virtue we need desperately today in our own 
world of political strife causing division within families 
and communities. The end of the liturgical year is fast 
approaching which is why our readings speak about the 
“end times.” Advent is the response to the feeling we have 
that the world in which we live is collapsing. Stand firm 
and strong. Wait patiently for our Lord to come to gather 
together His faithful ones who withstood the divisive 
bitterness and refused to be transformed by hatred or 
pessimism.

We wait for Christ’s Second Coming, since we know not 
the time, the day or the hour.  But we do know that Christ 
did come into all of creation, to all the worlds that existed 
before this coming, His  own world of Roman Empire and 
to ALL the worlds that came after, leading to us…. and 
beyond. The Nativity of our Lord began the Redemption 
that touched and blanketed EVERY age, past, present and 
future.

Advent celebrates  our watchful and hopeful waiting for 
our Lord to come into our lives again and again and again. 
Let us stand firm in hope allowing the light who is Christ 
to fill the very center of our beings, so that we WILL  shine 
like the stars in the sky and our names written in the 
Book of Life, a Book in which the pages NEVER cease, and 
names ALWAYS to be added. We have every reason to

 Citizens of Another Country

I read an article, years ago, about an American filmmaker 
who decided to step away from a wildly successful film 
franchise that had been requiring him and his family to live 
abroad.

It stuck in my mind because of the tongue-in-cheek 
reasoning he gave for the surprising decision, “My kids 
were starting to speak in British accents.”

Sometimes, we just want to go home, don’t we?

Returning from a recent family vacation, I burst into tears 
at the airport, overcome with relief when I saw my sister’s 
van pulling into the pickup lane. It didn’t matter that I had 
had fun on this trip and that I was even looking forward to 
taking another one. In that moment, I was so tired, and all 
I wanted was my own bed. The smell of my own house. The 
feeling of not being “away.”

If Jesus is our king, and his kingdom is not of this world, 
then we live our lives as perpetual aliens. This should 
reassure us in some ways. The world so often feels cold and 
cruel and strange to us because it is. We were not made for 
this world. We were made for heaven. We were made to 
yearn for the face, the presence, the protection of our King.

But this understanding of ourselves as strangers in a 
foreign land should also be a caution to us.

We can’t get too comfortable here. We cannot become too 
wrapped up in the world and its temptations, its rewards, 
its comforts. We cannot start speaking in the language, the 
accent of our adopted homeland. Not if we ever want to 
return home and belong there.

Our King looks for our return.

Long Live the King

Did you know that you can become royalty, for the 
right price? It’s true — for the low, low cost of $50, you, 
too, can purchase a 12-square-inch souvenir plot of 
Scottish land and call yourself “Laird So-and-so.” Now, 
this lordship or ladyship doesn’t come with the ability 
to boss anyone around, but maybe your friends will be 
impressed enough to bend the knee.

My point is, we’ve all got our own little fiefdoms — 
folks or communities for which we have a feeling of 
responsibility. Maybe we’re not their “king,” but most of 
us have those we think of as “our people.”

Now, in this world, people lay themselves down for their 
kings. History is riddled with the bodies of men, young 
and old — and plenty of women and children, too — who 
were casualties of wars waged by men in power, men 
who never had to shed their own blood. But in the next 
world, the King dies for his people. This is leadership par 
excellence — the leadership of someone whose love is 
greater than his ambition.

We are all leaders of a sort. On the parish level, you 
have the obvious roles — serving on pastoral council, 
spearheading the capital campaign, leading the Altar 
Guild. But you also have the quiet ones who lead from 
the wings — the janitor who can always be relied upon 
to do his job, or the volunteer librarian who puts in extra 
hours on the weekends.

There is a saying — find your people. I say, find your 
people, and find a way to lay yourself down for them, in 
imitation of the greatest King that ever was.

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Saint Andrew | November 30

Saint Andrew was a fisherman in Galilee, along with his 
brother, Peter, when they were called by Jesus to leave 
their boat and become fishers of men. John’s Gospel also 
places him as a follower of John the Baptist before he 
came to be one of Jesus’ twelve Disciples. Beyond the 
scant references in the Gospels, not much is known of 
Saint Andrew’s life.

According to Christian tradition Saint Andrew, like many 
of his fellow Disciples, went out into Greece and Turkey 
to preach the Good News. A 4th century account of the 
saint’s life tells of his martyrdom by crucifixion in Patras. 
Medieval accounts describe the cross used as X-shaped 
because Andrew said he was not worthy to die on the 
same style of cross as Jesus.

Famously, Saint Andrew is the patron Saint of Scotland, 
the country’s flag bearing the X-shaped cross associated 
with him. Legends claim that the saint either traveled 
to Scotland to spread the Gospel or that his relics were 
brought there by St. Regulus who had a vision telling him 
to take the bones to the end of the earth. Regulus set out 
and was shipwrecked on the coast of Scotland. Today 
relics of St. Andrew which had been held by the Vatican 
are now at a shrine in Patras.
