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Gospel Reflections:

Laborers

“The harvest is abundant, but the laborers are few.”

This excerpt from Matthew’s Gospel has become a
catchphrase in the modern Church. We give ourselves
vertigo with the amount of head-shaking we do over the
much-lamented “decline in numbers.”

Which numbers, you ask? Well, take your pick — numbers
of baptized Catholic children who continue to profess their
faith in adulthood, numbers of registered parishioners,
numbers of priests ordained each year. All are a fraction of
what they were generations ago.

That last one — the priests — that’s a particular worry for
us, isn’t it? So we pray, “Send us laborers, Lord! Make them
holy. Make them earnest.”

And then we add, in the silence of our hearts: “Make them
perfect.”

It’s no secret that part of the reason the pews are empty is
because we often find it hard to love the Church if we find
it hard to love a particular priest, a particular bishop, or a
particular human representative of the Church.

Because that’s the thing about priests and bishops and all
the laborers in the field: they are human. They are sinners.
Just like you and me.

We must consider this: today’s Gospel lists the Apostles
whom Jesus sent out in ministry to heal, console, and
evangelize, and right at the end — like a record scratch —
comes the name of Judas Iscariot, the betrayer. If ever a
laborer failed in his work, it was Judas.

And surely, when he did, his fellow laborers were so
demoralized and so disenchanted that they considered
laying down their tools and leaving the harvest to wither
and die.

But they did not, and we must not.

Without cost we have received, and without cost we are
called to give.

So we labor on, for the day is drawing to a close, and the
threshing time is near.

Stewardship Reflections:
The Power of a Simple Action

I remember seeing a story on a morning news program
about a little girl who wanted to give an elderly man in

a grocery store a hug. She had no way of knowing that
this man had just lost his wife of many years and now
felt so very alone and depressed. Her reaching out to the
man seemed odd to her mom at first, but the girl was

so insistent about giving a hug she moved the shopping
carts close together so the exchange could take place.
No one knew that from that moment on the little girl
would ask to visit her new friend at least once a week for
the next four years until he passed away. In an interview
soon after the initial encounter, the man said, “I haven’t
been this happy in some time.” Imagine the joy that
relationship brought to them both over the years!

It was just a moment. It was a simple gesture. Yet, it
had a large impact that no one could have predicted.
You never know what will result when we give just a
little of ourselves. That uncertainty too often leads

us to hold back or refrain from the simple actions

of love or gestures of generosity that could come so
easily for us if we wanted. We should never doubt the
power of a simple random act of kindness. Generosity
does not need to be grand to make a big difference.
The time is now, and the opportunity presents itself
often to plant a small seed that God can water

and nourish so that something beautiful can grow.
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World Refugee Day

Today, we remember the plight of millions of people across
the globe displaced from their homes by war, famine,
corruption, and other violence. These people are part of our
human family, and their needs are Christ’s needs.

In Matthew 25, we see God’s heavenly expectations for
disciples. We are to meet Jesus in the least among us - the
hungry, the thirsting, those without adequate shelter or
clothing, the ill, and even the incarcerated. This shouldn’t be
too much of an imaginative stretch. After all, Christ himself
knew what it was to be a refugee.

St. Joseph took the Holy Family to Egypt, fleeing from the
wrath of Herod. Jesus spent his first few years of life as a
stranger in a strange land. Mary knew what it was like to
navigate an unfamiliar marketplace and to be surrounded by
a foreign tongue. Joseph had a practical trade but had to start
from nothing all the same.

Let’s pray for all refugees today and to see in them our own
story of faith.

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St. Romuald | June 19

Saint Romuald was born into a noble family in Ravenna,
located in modern-day northern Italy. When Romuald

was twenty, his father killed a relative in a duel to resolve
a conflict over land ownership. Horrified by his father’s
actions. Romuald fled to the Benedictine monastery of San
Apollinare-in-Classe, just south of Ravenna. After a forty-
day retreat of prayer and penance to atone for his father’s
sin, Romuald decided to stay and become a monk.

Around 978, Romuald and Marinus built a hermitage at the
border of France and Spain near the Monastery of Saint-
Michel-de-Cuxa. After living a hermit’s life for nearly two
decades and possessing a new theological and practical
understanding of monasticism, Romuald began traveling
across Europe. He founded hermitages and monasteries
and provided spiritual direction to existing ones in need

of reform. He visited his father, who had repented of his /
former lifestyle and became a monk himself. Before his
father died, Romuald helped him more fully embrace his
monastic vocation. Holy Roman Emperor Otto III asked
Romuald to become the abbot of Otto’s first monastery, c E L E B RAT ES
San Apollinare-in-Classe. However, the monks resisted

Romuald’s reform efforts so vehemently that he left in

frustration within a year. In 1012, Romauld used donated TH E B I RTH DAY

land in Camaldoli, near Arezzo in Tuscany, to build five

hermitages, marking the beginnings of the Camaldolese

Hermits of Mount Corona.

The “Brief Rule” that Saint Romuald left his brothers

directed them to love their cells, be detached, self- ®LPi
observant, attentive to praying the Psalms, reverent before

God, intense in asceticism, and become childlike in their

receptivity to grace.

Saint Romuald passed away in the solitude of his cell, a
place he referred to as “paradise.” Those who prayed at his
tomb reported numerous miracles. One account states that
Romuald’s body remained incorrupt and was relocated to
Fabriano, Italy, where his order had constructed another
monastery. Today, this church is known as Saint Romuald’s.

Of course, God Himself is Truth — Adam and Eve
discovered that when they believed the lie.

if we belong to God, we must live truthfully — in small
matters and in large ones, so that the witness we bear to
the ultimate Truth of God shall always be taken seriously.
“Witness is an act of justice that establishes the truth or
makes it known,” says the Catechism (CCC 2472), which
also calls the act of martyrdom “truth written in letters of
blood.” (CCC 2474)

A member of my parish was recently arrested for a
white-collar crime. I don’t approve of what he did, but
he is a great neighbor and a nice person.

Answer:

There is a litany of expressions that fit this situation:
Everyone makes mistakes. Hate the sin, love the sinner.
Judge not, lest you be judged. All of these proverbs and
sayings highlight the fact that we are here to help each
other on the way to salvation. Our hope and goal is that
everyone grows in grace, drawing closer to God and to
the promise of eternal life. Part of that process is our
struggle, collectively and individually, with sin. And that
is the ugly part. Sin is not nice, pretty, or inviting when
laid out for all to see. Nor is it easy for the person caught
in the spotlight.

Kindness and support are not the same thing as
approval. We recognize that good people can do bad
things and in their struggle, they need the help of
others. Our kindness is often the flicker of hope that
allows someone to face the consequences of sin while
focusing on the promise of redemption. Your desire to
help and support your neighbor is the response of grace
to sin, and the same response of Jesus to us.
