1. Aim of the Competition
VINOFORUM 2011 is continuing the tradition of wine-evaluation gatherings in Slovakia, Croatia, Slovenia, Austria and Czech Republic. The goal of the VINOFORUM wine competition is to compare the quality of wines of Middle Europe with those from the rest of the world and to promote the culture of wine even in non-producing regions.

2. Date and Place of the Competition

14–15 July 2011 Evaluation of wines entered in the competition.
16–17 July 2010 The Award Ceremony and Exhibition of wines for the general public.
The place of the Competition is Hotel KRYNICA, ul. Park Sportowy 3, PL 33-380 Krynica-Zdrój, Poland.

3. Competition Organizer

The organiser of this wine contest is the foundation Polish Institute of Vine and Wine (Polski Instytut Winorośli i Wina) in co-operation with the National Wine Centre (Národní Vinarske Centrum) of Czech Republic and Slovak University of Technology (Slovenská Technická Univerzita) in Bratislava. 

4. Conditions of Participation

The competition is open to all producers and merchants of wine from anywhere in the world that comply with this statute. Only wines, that meet the definition of the O.I.V. International Code and were made 100% from grapes grown in the country in which the wine is bottled, with the exception of those cases of cross-regional and intra-national blends recognised by the EU, can be entered in the competition.

The exhibition of wines for the general public is open to all producers and wine merchants. Wine producers and wine merchants who do not participate in the wine contest may also attend the exhibition of wines for the general public.

5. Return of Application Forms and Delivery of Samples

Each exhibitor will be required to complete and return the application from by the deadline date of 4 July 2011. Samples should be dispatched between 20 June to 4 July 2011 and each sample must be accompanied by the following information: the name and address of the producer and exhibitor, wine category, grape variety/varieties, country of origin, vintage, residual sugar content (grams per litre), acidity (grams per litre), total content of SO2 (milligrams per litre), alcohol (% vol), batch number and the total amount of wine in the given batch, which the applicant has at his/her disposal.

The organiser reserves the right to refuse any application that does not conform to the rules of the competition. Six bottles of each competing sample must be submitted. Bottles should be of 0.375, 0.50 or 0.75 litre content. All samples become the property of the organiser. Delivery of all samples by express post by the closing date is the responsibility of the applicant at his/her own cost to the following address:

Please send a zero-value proforma-invoice with samples for customs purposes.

6. Participation Fee

The fee for participating in this wine competition is 60 EUR for 1 sample, 100 EUR for 2 samples, 120 EUR for 3 samples, with 40 EUR for each additional sample.

The participant is responsible for remitting the required sum by bank transfer to the account of the organiser on or before 25 June 2011.

Cash will not be accepted at the collection points. In the case of samples taken to a collection point, proof of the bank transfer to the organiser's account must be provided together with the entry form.

7. Composition of the Juries

Competing wines will be judged by committees composed of five well-respected foreign and local experts.

Marking will be overseen by a three-member praesidium.

8. Judging

Wines will be marked according to a 100-point system of International Union of Oenologists (Union Internationale des Oenologues). The final evaluation of a wine, after the elimination of the highest and lowest scores, will be by the arithmetical average. Should the highest number of points be awarded to more than one competition entry, further criteria relating to the total number of points awarded by all jury members will be taken into consideration.

All samples will be judged anonymously. Individual samples will be served according to variety, vintage and residual-sugar content. Wines will be served blind in covered bottles, displaying only their competition number. The judges will be told only the category and vintage. The evaluation tables with the results will be kept by the organiser for a minimum term of 5 years.

10. Awards and Prizes

The following prizes will be awarded on merit: gold (above 90 points), silver (above 85 points) and bronze (above 80 points). The title of champion will be awarded for dry white wines (category I.1), globally for other white wines (categories I.2, I.3, I.4), rosé wines (category II), red wines (category III), sparkling wines (category IV) and liqueur wines (category V). A champion award cannot be given in any category should there be fewer than 20 samples in that category. The batch number will always be shown on the diploma. A maximum of 30% of the highest ranked wines in the contest may receive awards.

11. Additional Awards

Parallel to the VINOFORUM 2011, the competition samples will also be independently assessed by committees comprised of the lay public as well as members of FIJEV (International Federation of Journalists and Wine Writers). Prizes awarded by committees made up of the lay public or members of FIJEV do not grant the participants in this competition the right to place self-adhesive medal-labels on such awarded bottles. Such evaluation by committees made up of members of the lay public or members of FIJEV is expressly for the purposes of giving participants the opportunity to compare the assessments made by expert juries, the lay public, as well as professional wine writers and journalists.

12. Special Provisions

The organiser reserves the right to print and distribute medals – self-adhesive labels, bearing the title of Champion, Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals, to applicants. The organiser will print medals or self- adhesive labels upon request strictly in an amount corresponding to the quantity of the wine made as shown on the entry form at a price of 0.15 EUR per item. Medals – self-adhesive labels referring to an award-winning wine may be used without restriction while stocks of the award-winning wine last.
