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How many
lights are not woking?

All the lights

Does the spa have a
Digital Control Unit

(DCU)?

Check DCU and make sure wires
are not damaged or the

extension cable. If so, replace
DCU. If not, plug a working

light into the DCU, does this
work?

One of the lights are faulty of 
the DCU causing interference. 
Plug lights back in one by one 

to identify faulty light. 

Check voltage to the DCU. Is 
the circuit board powering the

DCU?

Check to verify the light harness
is plugged in correctly at Zone 1
(interior) and Zone 2 (exterior)

on the circuit board (image
below). Turn the power off then

back on to the spa,

There are defective lights 
causing the issue. Try and 

identify the lights by plugging 
them back in one by one.

Plug in a spare light. Does it 
come on?

Do a J-68 Reset. If that does 
not work, replace the circuit

board.

This indicates the circuit
board is ok and possibly

the light harness is
defective. Plug the spas’

harness back in and 
disconnect all lights

from the harness. Plug
in your test light, does it

come on?

Unplug your test light and 
plug in the spa lights one at 
a time until you find the bad 

light.
