I connettivi sono gli avverbi e le congiunzioni che permettono di collegare frasi e periodi in 
un discorso in maniera coerente e logica. A seconda della loro funzione, i connettivi possono 
essere suddivisi in varie categorie.
–	 Tempo: after, before, when, while, as soon as, just as, until/till, since, meanwhile, in the 

meantime, then, after that, afterwards, later on, at first, finally, eventually, in the end, etc.
–	 Inclusione, esclusione, alternative: and, as well as, both... and, neither... nor, either... or, 

otherwise.
–	 Modo: as, as if, as though, in the way, like.
–	 Scopo: so as to, in order to, so that, in case, for fear that.
–	 Causa e effetto: as, since, because, owing to, due to, as a result, so, therefore, thus, conse-

quently, so that.
–	 Dubbio: if, whether.
–	 Aggiunta, contrasto: what’s more, on top of that, in addition, besides, furthermore, moreo-

ver, however, all the same, in any case, despite, although, though, even though, while, 
whereas, on the contrary, etc.

–	 Struttura del discorso: by the way, as for, as to, regarding, as regards, with reference to, 
actually, in fact, in my view, in my opinion, according to, as far as I know, as a rule, in 
general, on the whole, for example, for instance, that is to say, first, second, third, finally, 
on the one hand, on the other hand, etc.
