The existing minimum rates of wages payable to the employees employed in Shops

and Commercial Establishments including the employment in Courier Services, D.T.P.
Centers, Internet Cafes, Telephone Booths, Catering Services, and House Boat Service in
the State of Kerala were fixed as per Notification issued under G.O.(Ms.) No.

Il Dearness Aliowance

In addition to the basic rate of wages, the employees shall be eligible for
Dearness Allowance at the rate of ¥ 23.40 (Rupees Twenty three and Forty paise)
for every increase of one point above 130 points (New Series 1998-99=100) of
the Consumer Price Index Number published by the Department of Economics
and Statistics for the concerned District Headguarters,

For Idukki and Wayanad District Headquarters, Dearness Allowance shall
be paid on the basis of the Consumer Price index Number published for Munnar
and Meppadi centres respectively.

IIl.  Service Weighiage

The employees who have completed not less than five years of continuous
