Be it enacted by the Madhya Pradesh Legislaturé in

CHAPTER I-PRELIMINARY

1. Short title, extent and commencemeat.—This Act
may be called the Madhya Pradesh Shram Kalyan Nidhi
Adhiniyam, 1982.

CHAPTER II-CONSTITUTION OF FUNDP AND THE BOARD
