apply mutatis mutandis for disciplinary action against 
a person appointed Wlder Section 17 of~the Act. 

31. Enquiry under Section 19.-An enquiry contarnplated 
unde rSection 19 shall ce made in accordance with the 
provisions of the madhya Pradesh Civil Services

32. Limitation of exponditure.-the Expenditure on
