2012 – The year in review 

 

Beginning on a high with the extraordinary exhibition Picasso: masterpieces from the Musée Picasso 

Paris, 2012 was a difficult year to predict how popular the Gallery’s exhibitions program would be. 

 

Following Picasso came the perennial Archibald, Wynne and Sulman Prizes, which are always 

guaranteed to pull in the crowds. But, the exhibitions following these were unknown quantities  – 

Kamisaka Sekka: dawn of modern Japanese design, Eugene Atget: old Paris and Francis Bacon: five 

decades.  While extraordinary exhibits and extraordinary artworks in their own right, the artists were 

relatively unknown in this country – certainly not household names – and Gallery staff were unsure 

whether the public would take to them.  As it turned out, the public did take to them and all three 

became surprise successes. Word of mouth played a big part in the success of these exhibitions, and 

as members are usually the first to see the exhibitions through their previews and free viewings, this 

communication of the Gallery’s wonderful displays is often through them. 

 

Following on as the summer exhibition from Picasso in November 2012, was Francis Bacon: five 

decades. Little-known outside of committed art aficionados in Australia, unlike Picasso, whose name 

is known in every corner of the globe, Bacon is either confused with the 17th century philosopher or 

not known at all.  That he was arguably the greatest figurative painter after Picasso, yet still largely 

unknown in Australia is fascinating, but here again the Society’s members came to the fore.  At the 

preview and free viewing 1400 members attended the exhibition, an impressive number for this 

“difficult” artist. The Society’s lecture course Study for Self Portrait:  Francis Bacon’s Britain,  was 

instrumental in bringing Bacon’s art to member’s attention, interpreting Bacon’s art and times for a 

more informed viewing of the exhibition. 

 

Major exhibitions are a magnet for new members, and while the exhibitions were successful, the 

number of people joining the Society was slightly down on expectations. Still, the Society attracted 

3153 new members, a healthy figure weighed in the balance. 

 

2012 was a year of important anniversaries.  In one year we saw the 40th anniversary of the 

Volunteer Guides, the 30th anniversary of the Volunteer Task Force , and the 15th anniversary of the 

formation of Contempo, the Society’s program for younger members. 

 

Celebration parties were held for all anniversaries, with all three attended by our new director, Dr 

Michael Brand and his wife Tina. Society Patron, the Governor of NSW, Professor Marie Bashir found 

time in her busy schedule to attend the Volunteer Guides party which was appreciated by all. 

 

Towards the end of 2012, the public sector across NSW including the Gallery, was affected by budget 

cuts by the State government.  An unfortunate welcome back to Australia for the new director, 

Michael Brand, who was forced to make some tough decisions the minute he walked in the door. 

 

With the outsourcing of the Gallery Services Officers imminent other redundancies amongst the 

Gallery staff already enacted, a successful year for the Gallery had its poignant moments. 
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The Society would like to extend its gratitude to the Gallery Services Officers for their help, support 

and practical assistance over many, many years.  Most members wouldn’t know that the Gallery 

Services Officers help the Society in so many ways, including putting up stages, moving trestles, 

tables and chairs all over the Gallery, coming in early and staying back late welcoming and helping 

members in many different ways and providing first aid when required. 

 

The success of the Society’s events program has always relied on the generosity of support and 

goodwill of these important Gallery employees.  We wish all of you well in what comes next. 

 

And of course, we wish all the other Gallery staff members who have been made redundant well.  All 

the very best, to you and your families. 

 

ACQUISITIONS 

 

In 2012, the Society’s tradition of acquiring works of art for the Gallery’s collections had an 

interesting year.  In 1979, the Society acquired an artwork in honour of Edmund Capon’s 

appointment as director. The purchase was a Tang Dynasty horse, entitled Horse and Rider or 

Equestrian figure . This year, the Society put aside another sum of money to acquire a work to 

appropriately celebrate the appointment of Dr Michael Brand.  This work was to be the focus of the 

Society’s Collection Circle acquisition – however, due to circumstances beyond our control, this 

acquisition had to wait until the next year – by which time there will be more funds to allow Michael 

to choose something of value for the Gallery. 

 

In spite of this, the Society has acquired two important works for the collections: 

 

Hanahiru (sneeze) 2012  

 

The Society has not acquired a work for the Japanese department for some time, so it was pleased 

to be able to fund a work from this year’s Kamisaka Sekka: dawn of modern Japanese design 

exhibition by contemporary Japanese artist Ai Yamaguchi. 

 

The Memory of Nature 

 

The Society’s younger member group Contempo combined with the Contemporary Collection 

Benefactors to purchase Janet Laurence’s installation The Memory of Nature.  This is Contempo’s 

2012 purchase for the Gallery’s contemporary collection, and the centrepiece of their 15th 

anniversary held at the Gallery on 26th October. 

 

The Society still holds $370,000 in funds from the Dagmar Halas Bequest. Dagmar, who was a 

wonderful volunteer for the Society, and who terrified us all, made specific conditions in her will 

about what paintings should be bought – and it was paintings, not sculpture, not prints – and NOT 

abstract! So, with all these conditions we are still seeking something that Dagmar would be happy 

with – if we don’t, she will haunt us! 
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LOOK MAGAZINE 

 

Look continues to be the most important benefit of membership and the chief means of 

communicating Society events, Gallery exhibitions and news and information on what’s 

happening in the wider art scene. 

 

Frequently, the editor, Jill Sykes, Society staff and Councillors receive written and verbal 

forms of praise for the quality and content of the magazine which is gratifying to us all. 

 

New developments in the production of Look will occur in 2013, our anniversary year, and 

will be announced in the near future, something we are very excited about. 

 

EVENTS 

 

Again, in 2012, the Society presented members with a diverse array of events that explored 

the visual arts, practical workshops for adults and children, music, as well as lecture 

programs that spanned the humanities. 

 

In all, the Society presented 484 events with a total of 43,551 tickets sold. This level of 

engagement by Society members with the AGNSW is unique in this country. 

 

ART APPRECIATION DIPLOMA COURSE 

 

In 2012 the art appreciation course Absolutism to Enlightenment: European art and culture 1665 -

1765, proved to be a big success, this annual course being the most important of all our educational 

events, and unique to the Society. 

 

The 33 lecture course – delivered twice, on Wednesday evening and Thursday lunchtimes, attracted 

10,493 ticket sales in total.   

 

LEARNING CURVE LECTURE SERIES 

 

The Society’s Learning Curve lecture series broaden the range of subject matter that we deliver to 

members, lectures on subjects that have many different synergies with the visual arts. 

 

In 2012, the Society presented three series: For God’s Sake, Sydney: Tales of Sunlight and Shadow 

and Study for Self Portrait: Francis Bacon’s Britain. 

Feedback from members tells us that the courses are extremely valued and they are an important 

part in raising funds for acquiring artworks for the Gallery. 

 

There were many other events throughout the year, from low-cost coffee morning tours of 

exhibitions, to practical workshops for old and young alike, lectures on photographs, American Art, 

Gallery Express tours of commercial galleries, Resonate concerts and the second Inge Grant 
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Memorial Lecture delivered by Neil MacGregor, Director of the British Museum, one of the highlights 

of the year. 

 

CONTEMPO 

 

Contempo is our vital group of younger members whose specifically tailored events engage them 

with the Gallery, contemporary art and contemporary culture and its trends. 

 

Contempo has a vibrant and passionate committee and group of volunteers who give their time and 

energy to creating these events and nurturing the Society members and Gallery audiences of the 

future. 

 

In 2012 Contempo celebrated its 15th anniversary. From its earlier incarnation as the Young Friends it 

has revitalised and developed while continuing to attract young people to the personal enrichment 

and mind-opening possibilities that art, the Gallery and the Society has to offer. 

 

All of Contempo’s committee, volunteers and members’ contributions go to raising funds to acquire 

works for the Gallery’s contemporary collections, and in 2012 Contempo  jointly purchased, with the 

Gallery’s Contemporary Collection Benefactors, Janet Lawrence’s installation Memory of Nature 

(2010). 

 

CORPORATE MEMBERSHIP 

 

In an increasingly competitive world for the corporate dollar, the Society’s Corporate Membership 

Program fared well after the downturn of the global financial crisis, achieving membership of 153 

companies by the end of 2012. 

 

A new marketing initiative was introduced around the Archibald, Wynne and Sulman Prizes in 2012, 

and this lateral thinking by the corporate program was awarded one Gold, two Silver and one Bronze 

award in the ADMA Awards (Direct Marketing awards), a wonderful achievement.

There are many reasons to celebrate the year ahead.  The Gallery has a new Director, Dr Michael 

Brand, whom the Society welcomes and we look forward to the exciting new directions that he will 

take the Gallery in. 

 

For us the biggest and most important celebration is the 60th anniversary of the Art Gallery Society of 

NSW in 2013. 

 

From a vision in 1947 by Director, Hal Missingam, to the first tentative steps in 1953, the 

incorporation as a company in 1958, to the important cultural support group it has become in 2013 

with the more than 430 acquisitions to its credit, the Art Gallery Society and its members have a lot 

to be proud of. 

 

There will be a year-long series of celebratory events, focused on the sponsorship of the Gallery’s 

major exhibition Sydney Moderns: art for a new world; a select hang of Society acquisitions in the 

members lounge; a book detailing the history of the Society’s 60 years from previous Executive 

Director Judith White; a gala fundraising dinner; new enhancements to Look magazine; along with a 

host of other events, big and small. 
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2013 is a year to remember past achievements, past members, past volunteers, staff and Councils – 

a cultural milestone in this city.  And a catalyst for us – now – to continue this great tradition of 

support and love for the Art Gallery of New south Wales.
