
Operation Dynamo
1st September 1939

Nazi Germany 
invades Poland.

3rd September 1939

Britain and 
France declare 
war on Nazi 
Germany.

3rd September 1939 - 10th May 1940
The ‘Phoney War’
-8 month period during which 
nothing really seemed to happen 
(i.e. there were no major military 
operations on land on the Western 
Front).

10th May 1940
Nazi Germany 
invades France 
and the Low 
Countries (the 
Netherlands and 
Belgium).

21st May 1940
German forces 
trap Allied 
forces in an 
area along the 
northern coast 
of France.

22nd May 1940
Halt order issued 
by German High 
Command.

27th May 1940
Evacuation of 
Allied forces 
begins – just 7,669 
men rescued on 
this first day of 
the operation.

28th - 31st May 1940
The Siege of Lille.

4th June 1940

Operation Dynamo ends.
