Job Description 
 
The Sanitation Support team assists in keeping all garbage receptacles emptied 
throughout the Washington State Fairgrounds during the run of the fair. This year's 
dates are August 30- September 22, 2019 (closed on Tuesdays and Sept 4). 
 
Other duties may include thoroughly cleaning the bleachers, seating, chairs, and 
handrails in the Washington State Fair’s Grandstand and infield seating sections. 
The concrete steps and floors will be swept, wet- mopped as needed to clean spills, and 
left ready for the next concert or Grandstand event. 
 
Training in blood pathogen / mess kit procedures is preferred, although training will be 
provided. This includes procedures in cleaning up vomit. 
Duties also include picking up trash and placing into large garbage bags and relining the 
55 gallon garbage containers with fresh garbage liners. 
 
Dress attire includes long pants, Capri or shorts to the knee, shirt with sleeves to 
elbows. Be able to work in all-weather conditions. 
 
Physical demands: 
 
Qualified candidates must be able to work on their feet up for long periods of time and 
lift up to 50 lbs. walking up steps, bending reaching and pushing rolling garbage carts is 
required.
