Power Supply
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INSTALL INTO HOUSING

1. Loosen wing nut inside can, slide socket bracket completely up and tighten wing nut. (Fig. 1)

2. Screw socket adapter into existing can socket (FIG. 2)
3. Plug female connector of fixture into male connector of socket adapter assembly. (Fig. 3 & Fig. 7)

FOR 4" RETROFIT

4. Squeeze friction blades to light body (Fig. 4)

Tuck all wires into can and carefully push retrofit trim into can. To provide enough room

in shallow cans, carefully position socket adapter wiring to side of LED driver prior to inserting
retrofit trim into the can.

FOR 5/6" RETROFIT
5. Squeeze both torsion spring arms together and insert into torsaion spring slots (or receiver brackets)
of can (Fig. 5 & Fig. 6).
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ANGLE MAP
Maximum angle in horizontal direction: 360°
Maximum angle in vertical direction: 60°

Make sure to change angle when light is off

REMOVING LED LUMINAIRES

1. With fingertips, pull down firmly on trim ring
until fixture stops

2. Squeeze torsion springs together to remove
LED fixture.
