Lighting unit

The lighting unit is triggered by a motion detector and illuminates the moment someone
enters BuzziNest Pod. When the motion detector no longer detects a presence, it switches
off the light after five minutes to save energy.

Ventilation Unit

The ventilation unit assures good air quality within the Pod.

The ventilation is triggered by a motion detector. The moment someone enters the Pod,
fresh air is blown in from above, pushing the air outside through the vent holes at the
bottom of the Pod.

When the motion detector no longer detects a presence, the ventilation remains on for
another five minutes. The fan speed will then decrease to 50% for the next 10 minutes to
flush out the interior air whilst the Pod is unoccupied. Following flush mode, the fan will
once again reduce its speed to about 10% of its full capacity until the motion sensor is
triggered by another user.

* The hinges are equipped with a leveling mechanism. They can be adjusted using an Allen key.
